Compound Words
Topic: Compound Words
Setting: Small group
Grade:  1st
Language Age: 6:3, 6:9, 7:2
Behavioral Objectives: 
· Students will be able to define what a compound word is and be able to form their own compound words. 

Materials Needed: 
· Computer with access to the internet
· Puzzle pieces

· Whiteboard & markers

Anticipatory Set:
· Explain that we will be taking apart big words to form smaller words. 
· The teacher will show a short clip from www.vocabulary.co.il/compound-words/primary/general-compound-word-match/ (Click on “learn”)
Procedure:
1. The teacher will then have a discussion about what compound words are (separate words that have their own meaning when combined). 

2. The class will then brainstorm some compound words on the whiteboard. The teacher can prompt them by asking them questions such as “Did anyone brush their teeth this morning? What did you use?” (toothbrush, toothpaste)
3. As the class comes up with a list of compound words, the teacher will give the two smaller words, their separate meanings, and explain the new meaning when the two smaller words combine to form a larger word. 

4. Explain that you can use the meanings of smaller words to figure out larger words. 
Independent Practice:

1. Each student will be given their own set of puzzle pieces. 
2. They will match the puzzle pieces together and the orally express their answers. 

Modifications:
Above level: Students will be given blank puzzle pieces, in which they will orally come up with 10 of their own compound words.  

On level: Students will be given 10 puzzle pieces with the beginning or ending of the compound words. They will orally express the second part of the compound word, which is not provided.  
Below level: Students will match 10 compound word puzzle pieces and orally express them after they are done completing the puzzles.
