Rhyming Words & Word Families
Topic: Rhyming Words & Word Families
Setting: Small Group
Grade:  2nd grade
Language Age: 6:5, 7:5, 8:0
Behavioral Objectives: 
· Students will be able to orally identify and manipulate phonemes to create rhyming words.
Materials Needed: 
· Pocket chart
· Hop on Pop by Dr. Seuss
· Beach ball 

Anticipatory Set:
· The teacher will read Hop on Pop by Dr. Seuss. 
· As the teacher reads, (s)he will point out the rhyming words that are used in the book. As students begin to catch on, the teacher will invite them to point out the rhyming words by raising their hand.
· The teacher will make a list of the rhyming words used in the book, using a pocket chart.

Procedure:
1. The teacher will read Hop on Pop by Dr. Seuss.

2. As the teacher reads, (s)he will point out the rhyming words that are used in the book. As students begin to catch on, the teacher will invite them to point out the rhyming words by raising their hand.
3. The teacher will make a list of the rhyming words used in the book, using a pocket chart.
4. After reading the book, the teacher will explain that words that rhyme are often in the same word family. The teacher will provide examples, such as tall, fall, call and wall (-an, -ap, -at, -in, -it, etc)

5. The teacher will then display the word family cards.

6. One column at a time, the teacher will ask which word family the column is a part of and then place the cards appropriately in the pocket chart. 
Independent Practice:

1. The students will sit in a circle and will toss a beach ball from one student to another. 
2. The ball contains several words on it, randomly placed along the ball. 

3. When the student catches it, (s)he will look at the word the index finger landed on and orally rhyme a word with it. 

Modifications:
Above level: Students will be asked to give two rhyming words and identify the word family both words have in common. The student will then be required to give a sentence using one of the rhyming words. 
On level: Students will be asked to give one rhyming word and identify the word family both words have in common.   

Below level: Students will be asked to give one rhyming word.
